UNM Welcomes NACS 18

National Association for Chicano Studies
Annual Conference: March 29-April 1, 1990

The NACS 18 Site Committee invites you to attend the
annual conference of the National Association for Chicano
Studies to be held at the Sheraton Old Town Hotel in
Albuquerque on March 29 - April 1, 1990. The conference
theme is “Tradition and Change: Culture and Politics in the
Chicano Community.” The theme is intended to encompass
an important duality among Chicanos and Chicanas, one
that both values positive aspects of Mexicano culture, such
as language and traditional homeland, and also recognizes
the need for social dignity, equality, justice and empower-
ment. The inter-relationship and, often, the tension be-
tween tradition and change, culture and politics is perhaps
most keenly feltby us as NACS members. [t is a duality that
arises in myriad ways.

Wereceived a tremendous response to our call for papers.
More than 400 presentations were considered for NACS
18, and we received many more proposals thancan be ac-
commodated during the three days of sessions. The
Program Committee regrets that it has had to reject
some submissions. Preference was given tothose panels,
papers and roundtables that specifically addressed the
conference theme. Nevertheless there is a wide array of
sessions examining historical and contemporary issues
in the humanities, the social sciences, the fine arts and
the professions. Topics range from Tejano music, com-
munity identity and attitudes on death and dying to
workshops on health care issues as well as el Dfa de los
Muertos. Our research and scholarship is rich and

varied. We are especially pleased that a significant

PORTRAIT OF
PATROCINIO BARELA

NACS 18is proud to announce the availability of the
1990 conference poster. Santa Fe artist Edward Gonzales
painted the commemarative portrait of Patrocinio Barela
tomark the twenty-fifth year of the sculptor’s death and
to generate scholarly interest as well as a wider public
appreciation for Barela's art.

Patrocinio Barela (19007 - 1964) was born in‘Arizona
and grew up in Taos, New Mexico, where hebecame the
outstanding wood sculptor of histime. An extraordinar-
ily gifted artist, Barela was a critically important fore-
runner of contemporary Chicano artists who create
their own inner visions of the world.

In the early 19305 Barela began to carve. By 1935,
he was employed by the Federal Arts Project, a division
of the Works Progress Administration. Barela’s work
became prized by private collectors and museums not
only in this country but also in Europe. Despite this
achievement, Barela remained an unassuming - man
who never understood the warld of galleries and the eco-
nomic ramifications of his art.

The title should appear on the title page and
again on the first page of the paper. The author’s name
SHOULD NOT be repeated on the first page.

5. Each paper should be clearly marked UNDERGRADUATE or
GraDUATE. Lack of clear identification of competition
category will disqualify the paper from competition.

6. Please note the deadline has been extended. Papers
should be postmarked no later than March 1, 1990. Late
papers will not be accepted.

Research Institute

The Julidn Samora Research Institute was officially dedi-
cated on November 16, 1989 at Michigan State University.
Provost David Scott gave the welcome and Judge Albert
Pefia presented the keynote address. The Institute was
founded in February when MSU committed itself to be-
coming the Midwest center for Chicano/Latino research.
Under the direction of Richard Navarro, the Institute has
committed itself to establishing a solid research agenda
for the 90s and beyond.

The Institute was named in honor of Julidn Samora, 1983
NACS Scholar, a pioneer of Chicano/Mexican American
Studies in the Midwest. During his career as a professor
of sociology at Michigan State University and the Univer-
sity of Notre Dame, he was instrumental in establishing
the field of Mexican American Studies as a discipline.
While at Notre Dame, he mentored over fifty Chicano/
Latino scholars in various disciplines such as sociology,
history, anthropology, government and laws.
