WHAT PRICE EDUCATION? 

In a recent editorial. the San Jose Mercury Herald 
foresaw the collapse of socialism in the discovery that Rus-

sian taxi drivers wa�re paid more than doctors and dentists. 

and hence everyone WIIS turning from these scientific pur-

suits to mom menial trades. Does this mean that the Amer-. 
ican taxi driver is being neglected? We fear so. They 

are being neglected in favor of the truck drivers and street 

sweepers of the city of San Jose, who, the Mercury informs 
us in an article of February 18111, art� paid the juicy salary 
of $170.00 monthly. which would amount to $2040.00 a year. 

This forms an interesting contrast to the salaries of 
teachers who have received their training at San Jose State. 
The average salary of an experienced teacher from Ilt;s 
institution runs around $1523.00 yearly. An inexperienced 
teacher receives the munificent sum of $1351.00. Out of 
this princely fortune must come numerous bequests in the 
fornt of lied Cross contributions. Community Chest dona-
tions. Widows and Orphans relief. and various civic assess-
ments. to say nothing of the cost of post-graduate culture, 
and all the rest of a teacher’s joys. Whereas the street 
sweepers and truck drivers are absolved from many of 
these delights. course we have no data on physician’s 
earnings, but we feel safe in remarking that many of these 
would be overjoyed to receive $170.00 monthly over and 
above their rent and help and educational outlays. 

Russia may have an edge on us in the matter of taxi 
drivers, but we are more than a match for them in other in-
dustrial fields. Never lel it be said that America does not 
reward the honest working man. -

Edible Bread from Wood 
Perfected by German 

I The old saying that there IA 

nothing new under the sun is 
proven to he wrong when news 
from Germany came with the 
startling announcement that Pro-
fessor Freidrieb Bergius, winner 
of the Nobel prize for chemistry 
in 1931, has suceeeded� in making 
bread from wood. 

The nutritive value of the new 
food. in the words of Dr. Ott() 
Jellinek of the Bergius labora-
tories at Heidelberg, exceeds that 
of wheat bread, imil that the bis-
cuits contained 40 per cent of 
prolein and 60 per cent carbohy-
drates. It is also commercially 
practical to ntake them. 

It is really hard to conceive just 
how far human powers will go in 
unlocking the secrets of nature 
and what the future of man would 
be a century from the present, it’s 
almost impossible to tell.
