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aged to visit the computer lab and 
tutoring services presented by 
the Learning Assistance 
Resource Center. 

The center's director, Alice 
Ting, said the center offers tutor-
ing for students on a drop-in or 
appointment basis.

"Some people didn't even know 
we were here and that tutoring is 
offered in a number of different 
courses." 

McLain said she felt most of 
the visitors were impressed with 
the multitude of free tutoring ser-
vices offered as well as the com-
puter lab. 

"We have a variety of services 
to offer the students at a no-cost 
situation," McLain said.

The contingent of pro-Palestine 
protesters included members of 
the International Answer Coali-
tion. Richard Becket, a member of 
the group, said a similar protest 
that was held on April 20 in San 
Francisco drew 35,000 people. 

Becket said the audience of 
1,200 inside the convention cen-
ter, who paid $1,000 a plate to 
attend the event, represents the 
interests the president is truly 
serving. 

"They're the rich," Becket said.

Also protesting were members 
of various building and construc-
tion trade unions, such as sheet 
metal workers, carpenters and 
Teamsters. 

Ray Trujillo, regional director 
for Northern California of build-
ing and construction trade coun-
cils, said there were as many as 
300 members from unions there. 

"We had 200 signs made," Tru-
jillo said. "There are a lot of peo-
ple without signs." 

Mark Van Den Heuvel, a 
member of a local sheet metal 
workers union, said organized 
labor is in danger of losing rights 
and benefits if Simon is elected 
governor. 
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Van Den Heuvel said Bush is 
against worker's rights laws, and 
that Simon would continue a line 
of Republican governors who have 
taken away rights such as pay roll 
protection, an eight-hour work day 
and the right to organize. 

"They are not in favor of work-
er's rights," Van Den Heuvel said. 

Dressed as Uncle Sam covered 
in oil and standing inside an oil 
barrel, Jess Burge of Santa Cruz 
protested the dependency of Amer-
ica on oil and the need for alter-
nate non-petroleum based fuels. 

"No more wars for oil," Burge 
said. 

Gerry Gras of Simnyvale said 
he was there to voice his concerns 
about the losses of civil liberties fol-
lowing the government's response 
to the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks. 

"They are not just going after 
immigrants," Gras said. "U.S. cit-
izens are being arrested too." 

As the Bush motorcade 
departed following the presi-
dent's 30-minute speech, the pro-
testers raised their voices louder 
than they had when he arrived, 
each shouting for his or her par-
ticular cause. 

As the motorcade's string of 
vans, sport utility vehicles and 
motorcycle escort faded into the 
distance, the crowd began to dis-
sipate. 

house visitors, some of the tutors 
at the center continued their 
business of helping students.

Prisicilla Peebles, director of 
the Pre-College Program, said 
although the event attracted a lot 
of students and staff, she was dis-
couraged by the lack of faculty in 
attendance. 

"I have not seen very many 
faculty or administrators come 
through, it has been mostly staff," 
Peebles said. "It would be nice to 
see more faculty come around so 
they will know exactly what ser-
vices we offer so they can pass 
that information on to the stu-
dents." 

Damaja Jones, a freshman 

majoring in criminal justice, said 
the number of services available 
to students impressed him.

day, he emphasized the "compas-
sion" in his "compassionate con-
servative" approach. The presi-
dent announced no initiatives, 
but released a summary of previ-
ous proposals and programs he 
has discussed since taking office. 
By talking about policy, he was 
able to split the cost of his fund-
raising foray between taxpayers 
and the GOP 

"Every American must believe 
in the promise of America, and to 
reach this noble, necessary goal, 
there's a role for government," 
Bush said. 

"The measure of true compas-
sion is results," he said. "Yet we 
cannot have an indifferent gov-
ernment, either. We are a gener-
ous and caring people." 

Bush talked up his proposal to 
expand the role of religious 
groups in government social ser-
vices, now stalled in the Senate; 
his focus on education as a key to 
escaping poverty, and his welfare 
plan, which would require more 
work from recipients. 

At the same time, Bush reiter-
ated that his approach on Each 
issues as welfare and education 
demands accountability from 
those who benefit. 

Bush's trip to California, the 

nation's most populous state, was 
built around a pair of fund-rais-
ers for GOP gubernatorial nomi-
nee Simon, the wealthy business-
man the VVInte House opposed in 
last month's primary but who 
came from behind to win anyway. 
The fund-raisers were expected 
to raise $4.5 million, almost all 
for Simon, campaign spokesman 
Jeff Flint said. 

"I am proud to support this 
new face in American politics," 
Bush said of Simon. 

When Bush dismissively 
repeated Democrats' criticism 
that Simon has "never held elect-
ed office," an audience member 
shouted "all right!" 

Some 300 protesters shouted at 
Bush's motorcade as he entered 
the Santa Clara Convention Cen-
ter for the fund-raiser, demon-
strating against U.S. support for 
Israel, Bush's policies on abortion 
and the environment and the 
prospect of war against Iraq. 

"I don't buy a word of the 'com-
passionate' at all," said protester 
Joel Frangquist, 25, of San Fran-
cisco. "Where's the compassion 
for the people of Iraq, for the 
Palestinians, for the people who 
have been laid off because of a 
phony recession?"
