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Voters Mark
Ballots Today
At US Polls

WASHINGTON, Nov, 6 —Vot-
ers will mark ballots today on an
assortment of proposals dealing
with legalized gambling, veterans’
bonuses, poll tax repeal, Commun-
ist controls and world government.
And some states and communi-
ties will vote on such perennial
questions as liquor control, the
size of old age pensions and more
money for schools.

While electing members of the
next congress, many states will
settle some internal arguments by
voting on constitutional amend-
ments, initiative and referendum
proposals and bond issues. A sur-
vey by the Commerce Clearing
House at Chicago showed more
than 200 proposals to be put to a
vote in 34 states.

California and Arizona will vote
on proposals to legalize and tax
gambling in casinos licensed by
state agencies. Pension groups are
supporting the California plan be-
cause the tax income would go
into state welfare grants. But all
major candidates oppose it.
HONG KONG, Nov. 6 — Com-
munist China was going on a war
footing today to support North
Korea in defiance of the United
Nations.

The

official radio at
capital of Red China, disclosed
that air raid shelters are being
dug throughout Manchuria and all
lac'ories are put on a war basis.

It <laimed thousands of volun-
teel ere clamoring to go to the
Kor:an front to fight the “Amer-
ican Imperialists’’, but did not
mention that Chinese forces al-
ready are in action there.

Henry Wallace’s ‘Democracy Reborn’ -
Is Among New Additions to Library

Henry A. Wallace's “Democracy
Reborn” leads the list of new 'ad-
ditions to the library. This work,
published in 1944, is a statement
of New Deal philosophy, with
special reference to agricultural
economy as practiced in the early
years of the Roosevelt administra-
tion.

The reader today, even with an
eye to Wallace's drift to the left
following -the death of Roosevelt,
and his subsequent blanket rejec-
tion of the Truman Fair Deal,
cannot see the political firebrand
in any part of the work. There is
no obvious sense of the author’s
deep feeling either for the party
or for the consonant philosophy.

The same! presidential admini-

stration is discussed in two other
new volumes, “From Versailles to
the New Deal”, by Harold U.
Faulkner, and “Roosevelt's Good
Neighbor Policy”, by Edward O.

{ Guerrant. Of similar nature, but
more general in scope, are two
works by Allan Nevins, “The New
Deal and World Affairs” and “The
United States in a Chaotic World.”

- Henry F. May's ‘“Protestant
Churches and Industrial America”
is an extension of the thesis that
there is a cause and effect rela-
tionship ~between Protestantism
and American industrial growth—
a thesis that is gaining wide ac-
ceptibility.

As a complement to his “Eliza-
bethan Bibliographies”, Samuel A.
Tannenbaum's “Supplement to the
Bibliography of Ben Jonson” has
been added: In all, the set comes
t?} about 40 separate pieces.

Other new works deal with
physics, engineering, chemistry
and mathematics. There are books
on basketball, golf, design, garden-
ing and photography. -
