SYSTEM TOPIC Poytress Predicts Swing

prison system by Max Watson, 

Adult Probation officer ttf Santa 

Clara county, in a dinner-meet held 

at the YWCA last week 

Twelve club members and their 

sponsor. Dr. Claude N. Settles, soci-

ology instructor, were informed 

that the criminal released from 

prison was often worse off than 

if he had been set free without 

serving a sentence. 

TOO CROWDED 

"Prisons are too crowded to set 

Lip adequate educational systems 
for prisoners. The rigid system that 
the prisoner lives in causes him to 
lose the power to think for himself 
when released," said Watson. 

"Prisoners are sent to prison for 
three reasons, because the public 
is angry at them for committing 
the crime, to show that crime 
doesn't pay, and also to redeem his 
social ideas. 

"The easiest way to handle the 
problem of punishing an offender 

is to put him away from the public ' 

gaze, so little is done to find some 

other way out of the problem."! 

ROAD CAMPS 
One method in use to get the 

prisoner ready to go out into civ-
ilian life again was explained by 
Watson. "The road camps in use in 
southern California give the men 
a chance to display a little individu-

ality after the prison life and en-

ables him to readjust himself to 

the kind of life he will lead when 

released." 
The meeting was closed after 

plans were made to ‘isit the county 

jail on Friday at 10:00 o'clock. 

All those interested in social ser-
vice work ate invited to come.

According to Poytress, the president will, of necessity, have to 

drop his reform policies, making the New Deal a thing to write history 

books about. 
ABANDON REFORMS 

"Mr. Roosevelt knows his history'. Poytress mentioned, "and rather 

than have a repetition of the 1912 election, when Teddy's defeat made • 

the country Democratic-conscious,   

F.D.R. will undoubtedly abandon 

his reform bills.

"Because of this business will 

increase and make for better times. 

This will be helped by the billions 

to be spent on armament." 

Another important aspect of th,• 

election is, according to Poytress, 

the fact that the Democratic party 

l had no leaders before the election 

and now they have "less than 

l none." 
THIRD TERM? 

"At the present time," he as-

serted, "the only outlook for the 
Dernocrtic party is to nominate 
Roosevelt again in 1940 -which 
raises the question of a third term." 

Anticipating the change of the 
country, in which all the states but 
California voted more Republicans 
than Democrats into office, Poy-
tress predicted before the election 
that Roosevelt would be forced to 
look for an outlet. 
"I anticipate that he will attempt 

I o unite the party," Poytress de-
ended, "and not try to follow radical • 
or too liberal polices. 

'The election definitely changed , 
the Democratic plans for the pres-
idential election. It will be interest-
ing to see the changes in those 
plans. 

"But it will be more interesting 
to see what the president himself 
(1017.S." he added.
