TWICE DEFEATED

It has defeated Santa Barbara

State, Fresno State and San
Diego twice each. In 1989 with
Little All-American Leroy Zim-
merman leading the way, the Gold-
en aiders bombed San Diego 42-7.
Last year it was a different story,
and only after Kenny Cook had
split the uprights with a field goal
did the Aztecs weaken to lose
10-0.

This year finds both teams al-
most evenly matched. The Aztecs
have six returning lettermen; so
have the Spartans. The San Diego
first string line averages 192
pounds, and the same for San
Jose. The Spartan backfield av-
erages seven pounds more than
the 171 average of San Diego.

WEAK PASS DEFENSE

Coach Leo Calland has bullt his
sttack around All-Conference half
back “Bounding” Bob Cozzens and
fullback BIll Goodchild, his ace
passer and kicker. Thus Calland
will throw an all-out offensive in
an effort to upset the Spartans.

On the other side, Coach Ben
Winkelman and scout Walt Me-
Pherson report that the Aztecs are
weak in pass defense and will have
Fred Lindsey and Allen Hardisty
do a great deal of passing.

Z00LOGY CLASS
PLANS EXTENSIV
TRIP NEXT MONTH

A five-day trip in which some
1200 miles will be covered is in
store for members of Dr. Gayle
Pickwell's class in vertebrate zo-
ology next month.

The group will leave San Jose
on Friday, November 7, proceed-
ing 320 miles to the Neenach
region of the Mojave desert, where
they will observe habits of the
Desert Night Lizard in the Joshua
tree forest. On Saturday they will
travel 275 miles to the Borego
Desert State Park in the Colorado
desert, where Dr. Pickwell hopes
to find desert antelope ground
squirrel in addition to whatever
reptiles may be present.

The third day of the junket will
be spent at “29 Palms” in the
Little San Bernardino Mountains,
where Dr. Pickwell and his groups
have found kangaroo rats on other
similar trips. They will proceed

from there to Ash Mountain, Se-,

quoia National Park, for the night,
to observe the park's nocturnal
mammals—raccoon, Mephitis
| skunk, ring-tail cat, and California
| gray fox,

The morning of Monday, October
10, the group will drive to Giant
Forest, also in Sequoia National
Park, for the animals of the forest

Mule deer, Douglass Chicory,
and others.

This will be the first time this
class, which takes extensive field
trips each year, has taken such
a long one so late in the year,
although Dr. Pickwell has taken
groups on similar trips in the
spring. Dr. Pickwell plans to take
photographs of both mammals and
reptiles encountered on the field
trip.

One pleasing thing to the Spar-
tans is that the Aztecs’ line will
not outweigh them, and it is for
this main reason that the Spar-
tans are favored tonight. If Bill
Donnelly, one of the best ends on
the Coast, according to OCoach
Winkelman, Gray McConnell, Ken
Stanger, Wilbur Wool, Don Allen
and co-captains Bob Hamill and
Ed Wenberg continue the work
they have done in the past, the
Aztecs are going to have to dyna-
mite their way through the line.
On the other hand the Aztec
line is composed of but two veter-
ans from last year’'s squad and will
be made up mostly of sophomores.
The Spartan half backs Bert Rob-
inson and Aubrey Minter, along
with the fullbacks, should take
advantage of this lack of experi- |
ence to carry the Spartans to
victory. !
