Do Generations Differ? 

Faculty, Staff Offer Opinions 
EDITOR'S NOTE: This is the second 
in a three-part series dealing with 
campus views on the level of intel-
lectual sophistication of SJS stu-
dents.

SJS faculty membeis continued 
to scrutinize students on campus 
last week in efforts to discern 
how today's students have changed 
from students of their own genera-
tion. 

Dr. Harold M. Hodges, chairmatt 
of the Department of Sociology 
and Anthropology, earlier said stu-
dents today are much more intel-
lectually inclined. 

YEARS BRING CHANGES 

College Librarian Dr. Stuart 
Baillie differed with Dr. Hodges 
on the idea that students have 
changed over the years. 

"The same human needs remain 
as when I went to school," said 
Baillie, "and the differences are 
superficial."

chairman of the Department of 

Biological Science, who received 

his Ph.D. in 1940. said that be-

cause of the unnatural influx of 

GI's to college, his generation 

might have been more mature but 
could not be compared to today's. 

"I don't think students have 
changed much." Dr. McCallum 
said. "Every generation hits to 
grow up on its own. Professors 
may help stimulate this growth, 
but they certainly can't learn for'  
each generation." 

MORE CRITICAL 

Dr, Eldred E. Rutherford, as-
sistant professor of psychology, 
said the fact that students are 
more critical of authority today 
is due partially to the challenges 
forwarded by the leaders of the 
civil rights movement and the 
intellectual dullness of the 1950s. 

"We are witnessing a growth 
in criticism among students to-
day, and the turning point came 
when local spokesmen for the 
civil rights movement were placed 
on college campuses," he said. 

"The dullness of the '50s par-
tially resulted from McCarthy's 
cramping of the whole intellectual 
style," Dr. Rutherford said. "There 
was little direct criticism of so-
cially important institutions." 

INTELLECTUAL NEED 

But the psychologist pointed 
out that people need intellectual 
as well as other forms of excite-
ment. 

"The right to criticize," he said, 
grew out of the extreme boredom 
of the time." 

The form of excitement taken 
on by college students has also 
changed.
