•'l have always felt that if 
you cannot support anyone 
who is running for office, 
then run yourself," Jones 
said. 

Jones, who is soon to 
graduate from the 
,Hiversity of Santa Clara 
ith a law degree, is also an 

SJSU graduate in business 
administration. 

"I am not setting myself 
up as the epitome of what an 
elected representative 
should be." he said. 

"I'm setting myself up as 
an alternative to what 
politics might be. If you don't 
like my position, then either 
support the opposition, or 
run yourself." 

Jones admitted in 
response to a question from 
the audience that the reason 
he is running on the 
Republican ticket is because 
Mineta is simply too strong 
to beat in the Democratic 
primaries. 

Ile said he has a better 
chance at the Republican 
nomination and that if he 
wins it, he'll "have another 
five months to work at Norni 
through the media." 

Having held no previous 
elective office, Jones said ii 
inay be stretching things

Allende's sister raps junta

The working class of Chile 
will continue to fight the 
military junta now ruling 
that country, according to 
Laura Allende Gossens, 
sister of late President 
Salvador Allende of Chile. 

She told a large crowd of 
United Farm Workers 
supporters last week to 
continue their fight for 
representation in Califor-
nia's farm-labor fields. 

In exile for more than a 
sear from Chile and now 
living in Mexico, Gossens 
said the leftist revolutionary 
movement is strong in Chile 
and the working class is 
determined to wrestle with 
iiiulti-national corporations 
for ownership of Chilean 
lands. 

The crowd of ap-
proximately 300 persons 
applauded loudly when the 
former Chilean assem-
blywoman called for the 
return of land "to those who 
work it." 

CIA part of problem 
Speaking in Spanish and 

using an interpreter, 
Gossens charged repeatedly 
in her speech and in an in-
terview with the Spartan 
Daily that multi-national 
companies and the CIA were 
partly responsible for the 
overthrow of her brother's 
Popular Democratic 

government. 
She also attacked the 

multi-national companies for 
exploiting Chile's natural 
resources and dictating that 
country's economic 
situation. 

Gossens said during the 
interview that multi-national 
companies come into Chile 
and use the country's 
resources to make money. 

Then, she explained, the 
companies take the money 
out of Chile, leaving the 
working class hard-pressed. 

The UM supporters in the 
S.U. Ballroom listened 
intently last Thursday as the 
strong-willed speaker told 
them to not "let capitalists 
interfere" and that only by 
being united in its struggle 
can the working class win. 

Still in government 
During the interview, 

Gossens explained that 
under the "people's" con-
stitution she is still a 
member of the assembly, 
because she was re-elected 
by the Chilean people in 1973. 
She was first elected to the 
assembly in 1969. 

She had the last public 
words with her brother on 
Sept. 9. 1973, she recalled. 

"Then two days later," she 
said through the interpreter. 
"he ( Salvador Allende I 
dismissed all his aides and 
strapped (ei a sub-machine 

gun to fight the junta till the 
end. 

-On Sept. II the military 
junta said that Salvador had 
killed himself," she con-
tinued. "But his body had 
more than one bullet in it, so 
it couldn't have been 
suicide." 

Body not seen 
That information came 

front "official" reports, 
Gossen said, "they wouldn't 
allow the family or even his 
wife to view the body." 

Since the time of the 
assassination, Gossen said, 
resistance to the military 
rule has grown. 

Gossen said that her son, 
the only remaining member 
of the Allende family still in 
Chile, is the secretary 
general of the resistance 
movement. 

Three leaflets printed by 
the movement keep the 
working class informed 
about the government, she 
said. These publications are 
circulated underground or 
by balloons that explode in 
the air, dropping leaflets to 
the ground. 

Gossen talked about her 
brief imprisonment after the 
overthrow, which included 
being placed in small cells 
with up to 12 other political 
prisoners and being placed 
in dungeons. 

She then attacked the

Pleasantries first 
Ford then asked the 

audience to recognize a 
woman in the crowd 
celebrating her 100th birth-
day. 

"Yes sir," a reporter 
mumbled to a friend. "This 
is a youthful bunch all 
right." 

After these pleasantries, 
Ford quickly jumped into 
politics and discussed the 
crisis in New York City, 
federal military spending 
and the nation's economy. 

Speaking in his charac-
teristically slow and 
deliberate style, Ford used 
gestures and expressions to 
convey sincerity. 

-He is really slick," one 
reporter whispered to 
another sitting beside him. 

"Well you know he's had 
suinc the other 

replied. 
Meanwhile, the Secret 

Service agents frowned, 
folded and unfolded their 
arms and scanned 
everything and everyone 
with their eyes. 

After finishing his speech, 
Ford started to leave the 
ballroom the way he came 
but suddenly reversed his 
direction and was escorted 
out a rear door. 

Many of the reporters and 
photographers exited the 
ballroom on the Geary 
Street, hoping to see the 
President leave. 

The situation before his 
arrival was repeated. 
Crowds were waiting op-
posite the hotel and police 
and Secret Service agents 
milled around the hotel 
entrance. 

When Ford failed to ap-
pear- despite the motorcade 
vehicles lining the 
sidewalk—most of the 
spectators began to drift 
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Wednesday --Nov 5

away or went down Powell 
Street to the hotel's Geary 
Street entrance. 

Many disappointed 
But Ford had already left 

as he had come, through the 
hotel's basement garage. 

For many who had come to 
see the President of the 
United States, the disap-
pearing act was frustrating. 

One man muttered a few 
profanities and, referring to 
Ford's visit as a show, 
sneered, "I want my money 
back." 

"Never. mind that," a 
woman replied. "Just vote 
for Reagan in '76." 

United States for refusing to 
accept Chilean refugees. 

-The United States 
promised to take 400 
refugees," she said in the 
interview, "but they only 
allowed two to come in." 

By keeping in touch with 
Chile through bi-weekly 
taped reports, Gossens keeps 
abreast of what is happening 
in the country. 

She said many speaking 
engagements had been 
planned for her, but she 
didn't want to disclose where 
she would speak next, 

fearing hem visitor's status 
would be revoked.

Gossens' visit to the Bay 

Area was sponsored by the 
Emergency Committee to 
Defend Democracy in Chile. 

Her talk to the UFW 
supporters was donated. 

A UFW support committee 
spokeswoman said that 4508 
was earned from the affair, 
which also featured the film 
"Fighting For Our Lives." 

Except for expenses, the 
money will go to the UFW. 
the spokeswoman said.
