Combating the 
problems of enrollment 
decline and budget cuts 
were two of her main 
concerns, the president 
said. 

"It is evident that we 
are no longer in the growth 
phase we enjoyed in the 
past," she said. "We will 
have to attract those 
students other than the 18-
22 year old, white, middle-
class student -- the 
traditional student." 

She lists as one of her 
major accomplishments 
during the first semester 
the obtaining of more than 
$30,000 in state funds for an 
"outreach" program for 
San Jose east-side high 
school minority students 
intended to prepare "able" 
students for college. 

Her biggest disap-
pointment was the latest 
delay in the long struggle to 
begin construction of a $12 
million solar heated and 
cooled library for the 
campus, a project she has 
closely worked with since 
1977. 

Bids came in between 
2 3-3 5 percent over 
estimate, a fact Fullerton 
contributes to the effects of 
inflation on building 
material and insurance 
between the time of the 
architect's estimates and 
when the final bids came 
in. 

"We expected the bids 
to be a little over, and 
probably 
could have gotten approval 
from the CSUC) for bids 

running up to 10 percent 
over." Fullerton said. "It is 
hard to grasp the fact of the 
over-estimates." 

Fullerton. SJSU's first 

female president, pointed 
to several of her first 
semester a c - 
complishments. 

"We weathered 
reasonably well the budget 
cuts up to now without too 
much lasting damage," 
Fullerton said. "They 
could have been extremely 
divisive but everyone 
brought goodwill to the 
problem.-

The protesters were 
told to disperse im-
mediately and no one 
would be arrested. 

Ibekwe said the RCYB 
had not been invited into 
his class but "certainly 
were welcome." 

"There are all kinds of 
learning," he said. 
"Sometimes it is un-
conventional." 

Class sentiment was 
favorable overall to the 
intrusion. One student 
remarked she thought the 
police had violated the 
RCYB's constitutional 
rights of free speech. 

lbekwe also objected to 
the police presence outside 
of his classroom. He said 
he would not cooperate 
with "that type of 
procedure." 

"They (the demon-
strators) were not 
disrupting my class," he 
said. "The class enjoyed 
it." 

On Tuesday, the RCYB 
held a protest rally in the 
S.U. cafeteria. 

Standing on a chair in 
the middle of the room, the 
group's speaker, Sharon 
Uki, denounced the tactics 
and philosophy of Chinese 
Vice-Premier Teng Hsiao-
Ping. 

Labeling Teng a traitor 
and murderer, the RCYB 
says the vice premier only 
knows how to make China 
more plastic-how to make 
China a bigger and better 
Taiwan. 

"All the bright things 
in China are being 
destroyed," Uki said. "All 
that was good is going 
out." 

The purpose of the 
RCYB, according to Uki, is 
"to encourage people to 
step forward and make 
revolution --both inside 
China and around the 
world." 

Few of the students 
eating lunch in the 
cafeteria listened to the 
self-acclaimed revolution-
ary as she praised the 
teachings of Mao and 
denounced Teng for 
"selling out" China to the 
US. Some students jeered 
the protestors as they 
chanted anti-Teng slogans. 

The pro-Maoist group, 
who also call themselves 
the "Committee to Give a 
Fitting Welcome," proudly 
claim responsibiltiy fo% 
disrupting President 
Carter's welcome for Teng 
at the White House on 
Monday. 

The protestors staged 
two other demonstrations

Uki feels that because 
of Teng, China's economy 
is in chaos, elitism has 
been resurrected and that 
China is becoming a colony 
of the U.S.
