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Mopeds to pay for parking

Next fall, moped riders who coin:nut, to 
SJSU and park on campus will have to pur-
chase parking permits - even if the moped is 
parked at a bike rack. 

The decision stems from Section H in the 
California State Univesrity Board of Trustees 
resolution. That section states that every 
vehicle licensed by the California Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles must pay a fee to park 
on university property. 

Mopeds are defined by the DMV as a two 
or three-wheeled vehicle which can be 
propelled either by a person using pedals or 
by an electric motor. 

State law requires mopeds be registered 
with the DMV. They were required to display 

special license plates beginning in 1981 and 
not later than June 1982. 

"They I the chancellor's office ) perceive 
mopeds in the same category as motorcycles, 
with the exception that mopeds can park in a 
bike rack," said Ed Nemetz, SJSU traffic 
manager. 

Moped parking permits can be purchased 
at the Office of Traffic Management at the 
Seventh Street parking garage. 

The permit cost is $5.75 at the beginning 
of each semester, more than it costs to 
registers moped with the DMV $5J.(  

The cost is pro-rated throughout the 
semester, reduced 25 percent each month. 

"A policy memo from the chancellor's 
office asked I SJSU) to implement the 

resolution as soon as possible and we believe 
we will be able to carry it through," Nemetz 
said. 

During the first two weeks of the fall 
semester, traffic management employees 
"will go out and see how many mopeds don't 
have valid parking stickers," he said. "Those 
that don't will be issued a warning." 

After two weeks, mopeds without valid 
parking stickers will be fined $7. 

Nemetz said there is "no way of knowing 
how many mopeds are on campus. We've 
never monitored it and haven't searched the 
campus for mopeds. 

"But we will soon find out how many are 
at San Jose State."
