is enough reason to evict a student. 

After information is received 
about an incident, Housing either 
gives a verbal warning, issue a writ-
ten probation or terminate the stu-
dent's license to live at the villages. If 
a student receives a written proba-

• tion. "any kind of rule breaking is 
cause for dismissal," Chew said. 

"If the situation is severe 
• enough, we can go right to dis-

missal." she said. 

"I believe three of the people 
have been evicted and will move out 
on Friday," Chew said. She also said 
that because of possible appeals, she 
could not release any more informa-
tion about what will happen. 

Appeals can be made either to 
the director of Housing or to a hear-
ing board, which consists of housing 
staff, faculty and students, she said. 

The director of housing makes the 
final decision, Chew said. 

Fights at the Villages are rare, 
she said. "Hopefully after this inci-
dent, it will be even rarer," she said. 

The university's Statement on 
Student Rights and Responsibilities 
states the university has responsibili-
ties to protect the health and safety of 
persons on campus. SJSU also has 
the right to sanction a student for vio-
lations. 

Sanctions include: a written rep-
rimand, restriction of privileges, dis-
ciplinary probation, suspension or 
expulsion from the university and fi-
nancial restitution, according to the 
statement. 

Robert Martin, dean of Student 
Services Division, said the fight was 
"something he wouldn't be able to 
discuss and it was being handled in 
the usual manner." 

Deukmejian's budget earmarks 
the $13 million that the CSU system 
will receive from the lottery for tea-
cher education programs, for mi-
nority access programs and for the 
purchasing of computer equipment. 

"It is unclear what will happen if 
the $13 million is not realized." Horne 

said. "The programs that are af-
fected by the lottery have a shaky fi-
nancial future. 

"The cash flow from the lottery 
fund is also questionable. The money 
could trickle in. We can't spend the 
money until we receive it. This is why 
we are uncomfortable about having 
programs entirely financed by the 
lottery fund." 

The chancellor's position is to let 
the governor and the legislature ad-
dress the lottery issue, Horne said. 

In addition to concerns about lot-
tery funding, the CSU administrators 
are upset that the governor has pro-
posed to change how fees collected 
from extension students are allo-
cated, according to Horne. 

Under the current system, those 
fees collected from extension stu-
dents enrolled in regular courses are 
kept by the respective departments 
which then determine how the funds 

are allocated. Deukmejian's propo-
sal calls for these funds to go back to 
the state, with the legislature deter-
mining how the funds are dispersed. 

San Jose State University will 
collect about $700,000 from extension 
students this school year, according 
to J. Handel Evans, SJSU executive 
vice president. 

"A proposed return of fee income 
(extension student funds) from in-
structional departments to the state 
general fund would reduce resources 
now available to academic depart-
ments," Reynolds said. 

Evans agreed with Reynolds. 
Should Deukmejian's plan be ap-
proved it will cause a "problem" for 
SJSU academic departments, Evans 
said. 

The governor's budget also has 
called for a 86 million "unidentified 
reduction" in CSU general state fund-
ing, Messner said. This decrease in 

funding could mean a decrease in 
merit pay to non-faculty workers, he 
said. 

However, Horne said no adminis-
trative decision has been made about 
where the cuts would occur if the gov-
ernor's budget passes. 

"This $6 million reduction does 
put a cloud over the budget picture 
for us ( CSU administrators) to deal 
with," Horne said. 

The fourth area of concern, 
according to Horne, is the lack of at-
tention the governor's budget ad-
dresses to fine arts. The chancellor 
had requested that the fine arts be 
given a $1 million increase, but the 
budget did not provide for this in-
crease, Horne said. 

"Taken as a whole, the gover-
nor's proposed budget for CSU war-
rants praise and iippreciation." Rey-
nolds said.
