SJSU music department hosts festival

Students who want to wind up 
their week with some music can drop 
in at the Music Building Concert 
Hall this afternoon. 

The 18th Annual Invitational Cho-
ral Festival, organized by the SJSU 
music department, will feature per-
formances by choirs from area high 
schools and community colleges 

Although the event is primarily 
for the benefit of its participants, the 
public is welcome to stop by and lis-
ten from 2 to 5 p.m.

She expects about 200 to 300 stu-
dents. friends and relatives will stop 
by throughout the afternoon. 

The evening program, from 7:30 
to 10 p.m.. is closed to the public 
because there is only room for the 14 

participating groups. 

The music department holds the 
choral festival each year mainly as 
"a recruiting device to get (students) 
on campus and to (let them) hear the 
San Jose State choirs and see the 
quality of the music department," 

A rc h beque said. 
The individual school directors 

see the festival as a motivational de-
vice that gives the students incentive 
to work harder if they know they 
have a sophisticated audience to per-
form for instead of just practicing all 
the time.she added. 

David Stocker, a music professor 
and choral director from Arizona 
State University will he listening to 
and working with each choir and dis-
cussing their strong points and ways 
to make improvements. 

Stocker will also be holding a 
seminar for choral directors and mu-
sicians, "The Sacred Cows of Cho-
ral Music" at 10 a.m. in the Concert 
Hall.

Dougherty said the facility's ad-
vocates were mostly not students. 
and that they "wanted a facility that 
was much more than available funds 
could build." 

More students should he added to 
the Student Union Board of Direc-
tors, which currently contains 10 
students and eight members who are 
not SJSU students. Dougherty said. 

Earlier this semester Dougherty 
invited A.S. directors to a presenta-
tion of his findings, hut only A.S. 
President Michael McLennan and a 
few other hoard members attended 
all of the six -hour !meting. 

Wednesday. however. A.S. reac-
tion was better, as directors listened. 
took notes and asked questions.

ceptive." 

Terry McCarthy. A.S. vice presi-
dent, organized an ad hoc committee 
to research alternate funding to cover 
the Rec Center's budget deficit, and 
named Patricia Phillips. director of 
non-traditional minority affairs, as 
committee head. 

Tom Boothe, director of Califor-
nia state affairs. and McLennan left 
Thursday night for Dominguez Hills 
in Southern California to meet with 
the California State University 
Board of Trustees to discuss devel-
opment of the Rec Center. 

As elections approach, A.S. di-
rectors are expected to continue to 
take up the cause of Dougherty, their 
former colleague. in his fight to rec-
tify problems v, ich the Rec Center. 
created as a result of another student 
election. 

Former Stooge Besser 
found dead in home 

1.05 AMA:MS ( Al') - Come-
dian Joe Besser, a rotund member of 
The Three Stooges for two years. 
was found dead of an undetermined 
illness at his suburban North Holly-
wood home, his publicist said. He 
was 80. 

"He had been ill for some time 
and wouldn't even see a doctor, -
said publicist Jeff Lenhurg. adding 
his body was found Tuesday by a 
family member. 

"I go hack 50 years with Joe Bes-
ser when I played vaudeville with 
him." said comedian Milton Berle. 
"He was one of a kind. He was very 
innovative, very creative. He was a 
darling of a man, very congenial." 

Besser joined fellow comics Moe 
Howard and Larry Fine from 1956 to 
1958. one of several comics to re-
place Shemp Howard as the third 
stooge. 

The Three Stooges specialized in 
head -knocking. eye -gouging slap 
stick, pratfalls and endless buffoon-
ery. all punctuated by the silly 
phrase. "nyuk. nyuk." The trio 
made more than 190 short films that 
were shown on television for 24 
years. Lenburg said, and about 50 
feature-length films until the '60s. 

Besser embraced his role of Joe. 
bouncing off his fellow stooges in a 
schtick that distinguised his charac-
ter. 

No matter how light the slap. Bes-
ser's invariable response was a 

whining. "Not so  
The stooges' preposterousness elic-
ited from Besser an exasperated. 
"O000h. you crazy .• • 

When he joined the trio Besser 
asked not to he subjected to the 
stooges' full range of physical 
abuse. 

"I never was the type of comic to 
be hit by a pie," he said once in an 
interview. "I was afraid for my 
eyes. So Larry said to me. 'Don't 
you worry, Joe. I'll take the (heavy) 
hits for you.'' 

The character of Joe became Bes-
ser's trademark and he added to it in 
"The Abbott and Costello Show." 
where he played the mean, whining 
brat "Stinky" who liked to slap Lou 
around. 

He appeared on "The Abbott and 
Costello Show" in the 1950s and 
'60s, along with regular appearances 
on "The Ken Murray Show" "The 
Joey Bishop Show." 

Besser made 250 television ap-
pearances during his 67 -year career, 
joking with such comics as Berle and 
Jerry Lewis. He also appeared in 
more than 40 films that featured such 
stars as Rock Hudson, Jackie Glea-
son and Bing Crosby. 

Before becoming a Stooge. Besser 
worked as a comedian on Broadway, 
on radio and in motion pictures. 

Besser is survived by his wife of 
56 years. Ernie. Funeral arrange-
ments were pending.

Amateur sleuth 
helps catch robber 

SACRAMENTO (API — A 
woman who helped catch a robbery 
suspect two years ago has done it 
again — this time tailing a suspected 
bank robber like a practiced sleuth 
until deputies arrived. 

Jan Tillotson, 38. was standing in 
line at her bank Wednesday, proudly 
wearing her Police Athletic League 
button, when she became aware the 
bank was being robbed by a man 
wearing a straw hat. 

Announcing loudly that she left 
her identification in her car, Tillot-
son calmly strolled out of the bank. 

When the man came out, Tillotson 
read his car's license plate number, 
shouted it to a bank employee with 
instructions to call 911 and tailed the 
robber in her car. 

She said she followed the dirty 
sedan about two miles through heavy 
traffic. She said she generally kepi 
two cars between them, driving 
closer once to get a good look at the 
man's face. 

Tillotson tailed him to a shopping 
center parking lot, where she pointed 
him out to sheriffs deputies. Todd 
Emerson Bates, 37, of Elk Grove, 
was arrested after a brief struggle. 
Deputies said they found stacks of 
money, weapons and a straw hat in-
side Bates' car.

spokeswoman for the forum, said, 
"Some of the ideas (which are ex-
plored in the seminar) are not going 
to be popular." 

Bill Carter, financial aid office 
counselor, expressed concern over 
the treatment of Educational Oppor-
tunity Students (EON. 

The financial aid office defines 
EOP students as students who don't 
meet the normal admission stan-
dards. Grade point average and SAT 
scores are used as the basis for deter-
mining if a student is an EOP candi-
date, along with income level. 

These students are referred to by 
the financial aid office as "special 
admits." 

"If you are going to admit kids, 
'special admits,' you should provide 
the best for them." Carter said. 

Carter. an SJSU employee for Iti 
years. also said some campus poli-
cies are an "affront to the educatio-
nal system itself." 

The financial aid counselor de-
scribed an example of one "affront" 
by talking about an EOP student who 
had her campus meal card taken 
when there was difficulty with her fi-
nancial) aid. 

President Gail Fullerton and Exec-
utive Vice President J. Handel Evans 
could not be reached for comment. 

The director said the subject of the 
forum needs lobe discussed, and the 
book provides a good starting point.

the facility; the state doesn't pay for 
student centers. 

"The state would have to make an 
exception," she added. 

Student recreational centers are 
funded by student lees and managed 
by the CSU Chancellor's Office. 

Spratlen claims Vasconcellos• of-
fice, which heads the Way and 
Means Committee, is looking into 
the matter. 

'I only recently became aware of 
the cost overruns on the SJSU Rec 
Center project. and Mr. Vasconcel-
los' office is seeking further infor-
mation," Spratlen said. 

She hoped that Vasconcellos• of-
fice would be contacting the Board 
of Trustees and the Chancellor's Of-
fice in the near future. 

Student reaction to the establish-
ment of the committee appears posi-
tive. 

Gina Linn Watson, a senior ma-
joring in radio/television/film feels 
all of the alternatives should be 
checked before charging the stu-
dents. 

"Maybe corporate, private or al-
lumni donations would work," Wat-
son said. "Or even a combination of 
several. 

"I think all of the aspects should 

be checked and then maybe the com-
munity would back it." she added. 

Danielle Spier, a senior majoring 
in public relations, agrees. 

"I think it's a positive move for 
the A.S. to look for someone else to 
pay the difference in the cost besides 
us." Spier said. "I think San Jose 
should help us out." 

McLennan is positive about find-
ing a solution for the problem. 

"I have a good feeling about the 
deferment or the possibility of alter-
nate funding." McLennan said. "It 
should not come out of the pocket of 
the students." 

Addicted infants 
react to waterbeds 

CHICAGO (AP) — Waterbeds 
work wonders for babies born ad-
dicted to narcotics used by their 
mothers, a University of California 
study indicates. but researchers say 
they aren't sure why. 

Such infants have easier withdra-
wal, are more comfortable and are 
more likely to thrive if they lie on 
waterbeds instead of traditional bas-
sinets, the study found 
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
