SAN FRANCISCO - Thins 

eight -year-old Rill knows it embar-
rasses strangers when he begs them 
tor money. When he's sober, it 
shames him, too. 

"At first . you had to get 
halfway crocked before you could 
even get the nerve to ask someone 
for spare change.- said Bill, who 
is trying to conquer the alcoholism 
that turned a good job as a restau-
rant cook into a blurred memory. 

But Bill doesn't think a pro-
posed city program that would sub-
stitute printed referral cards for 
quarters — part of a plan to curb 
panhandling —will help. 

"Al! the people are saying (is; 
don't help the homeless." he said. 

It gets rid of us and it makes 
(Mayor Art) Agnos look good.'' 

Christopher. who sat next to Bill 
on Market Street. holding a sign 
that said, -Homeless but not help-
less. Willing to Work,- agreed 

"They give us $170.50 (general 
assistance) every two weeks. What 
are you supposed to do to sur-
viver' asked Christopher. 34 

The pmgrain. proposed by the 
mavtir's lake and the business 

community. involves printing up 
hatches of cards On one side, the 
cards would carry a printed 
statement saying the bearer recog-
nizes the need of the homeless by 
donating to charitable agencies. 
the flip side lists groups providing 
food or shelter. 

The cards would be sold to par-
ticipating businesses for distribu-
tion with receipts or restaurant 
checks, or individuals who want to 
pass them out could receive them 
in exchange for making a donation 
to service agencies. 

Regina Phelps. a Chamber of 
( •ommerce executive promoting 
the program, says it's a way to dis-
tinguish people in real need from 
hustlers and encourages street peo-
ple to go to city shelters. 

"By giving money to panhandl-
ers, you allow them to stay on the 
street,- she said. 

But the program. which could 
be in place by next tall, has drawn 
criticism from homeless advocates 
who say it's an attempt to take the 
guilt Out of ignoring beggars. 

"We're taking a hell of a lot of 
heat about it.- said Phelps, who 

said the chamber is trying to do 
something about the problem. 

Josh Brandon of the Coalition 
on Homelessness, who logged a 
few months on the street. says his 
agency refused to cooperate. 

Brandon said most homeless 
people know where shelters are 
and some have been turned away 
because of overcrowding or be-
cause they ran afoul of the rules. 

"The general public just simply 
doesn't realize that referral is to 
nowhere.•• Brandon said. 

lie suggested that if the city 
vk ants to spruce up its streets, it 
could create a storage area %here 
homeless people could store shop-
ping carts or open public bath-
rooms so they could take a shower. 

Another criticism is that the 
cards may not he vvorth anything. 

In Los Angeles. for example, a 
successful coupon program run by 
the private Weingart Center sells 
coupons panhandlers can redeem 
for a free meal. Sales of the tick-
ets. which go for $25 in packs of 
10, have raised $86.000 in about

Westcot a part of $3 billion 
future Disneyland additions 

ANAHEIM (AP) — Walt Dis-
ney Co. announced plans for a $3 
billion expansion at Disneyland 
that would include a second theme 
park patterned after its highly suc-
cessful Epeot Center in Florida. 

The new complex, called West -
cot, would be located on what is 
now Disneyland's 1(8)-acre park-
ing lot, as well as surrounding 
properties. Disney officials said 
Wednesday. 

"Basically. Disneyland in Cali-
fornia is a day resort," said Disney 
Development Co. vice president 
Kerry Hunnewell. "Disney World 
in Florida is a destination resort. 
While we're trying to make it (Dis-
neyland) more of a destination re-
sort, it will be much more of an 
urban destination resort." 

Epeot, located in Orlando, Fla., 
stands for Experimental Prototype 
Community of Tomorrow, and 
showcases natural wonders. West-
cot will contain Spacestation 
Earth, housed in a giant golden 
sphere. 

Spacestation Earth is expected 
to capture the concept of a futuris-

tic • 'global village." Visitors 
would be able to travel to theme 
areas representing "the four cor-
ners of the Earth." 

In addition to Westcot, the ex-
pansion will include new attrac-
tions in Disneyland. a satellite 
parking la9ility. three hotels, and 
retail and dining facilities, Hunne-
well said. 

The 470-acre master plan, sub-
ject to various government appro-
vals and real estate transactions. 
follows Disney's acquisition of 23 
acres of land near Disneyland. Dis-
ney also owns a 38-acre plot of ag-
ricultural land near the park, hut 
said it needs more property for the 
expansion. 
• The key to the project rests with 
parking and traffic control. 

Disney does not own enough 
real estate to build the two satellite 
parking facilities, the company 
said in a statement. It will ask the 
City of Anaheim to provide land 
for those structures, Disney said. 

Under the proposal. park \ INI - 
tors would enter the parking struc - 
tures directly from a freeway, leav-

ing local streets free of tourist 
traffic. 

Freeway access ramps would 
have to be built on nearby Inter-
state 5, and the California Depart-
ment of Transportation says such 
construction might he many years 
away. 

Guests would be ferried to the 
new Disney complex by mono-
rails, elevated people-movers and 
pedestrian walkways, the enter-
tainment conglomerate said. 

The 35 -year-old Disneyland is 
surrounded by tawdry hotels, fast-
food restaurants and low-brow 
shops catering to tourists. The 
planned expansion would create a 
more controlled at  for 
guests. as is the case sr il  Disney's 
Florida parks.

Energy costs decline, offset 
record vegetable price surge 

WASHINGTON (AP) --
Wholesale prices rose for the first 
time in five months in April. hut 
the increase was a mild 0.2 percent 
as new declines for energy mostly 
offset a record surge in vegetable 
prices, the government reported 
Friday. 

The good inflation news on the 
wholesale level, a product of the 
recession, is expected to filter 
through to consumers, analysts 
said. 

"This is like Goldilocks and the 
baby bear's porridge — not too 
hot, not too cold, but just right." 
said Irwin Kellner, chief econo-
mist at Manufacturers Hanover 
Trust. 

"It's great news. You don't 
want prices to fall, because that's a 
sign of recession, and you don't 
want prices to go up too rapidly. 
because that's a sign of further in-
flation. 

Put another way. Robert Dede-
rick, chief economist of the North-
ern Trust Co.. commented. "The 
recession is throwing off its divi-
dend - and the dividend is con-
tainment of inflation. '• 

Analysts said retail prices in 
April - which will be analyzed 
next week probably rose mod-

esti> as ‘.‘ ell. Thai 
lower the ,nation's inflation rate 
from last year's sharp 6.1 percent. 

April's 0.2 percent rise in the 
Labor Department's Producer 
Price Index for finished goods. 
which measures inflation one step 
before it reaches consumers. was 
the first hike since October. 

The earlier declines were mostly 
energy -driven, reversing the oil 
price rises that followed Iraq's in-
vasion of Kuwait. 

In April. there were further de-
clines in gasoline and home heat-
ing oil prices, but they were much 
smaller than in earlier months. 

Food costs rose 0.4 percent. led 
by a record 34.3 percent advance 
for fresh and dried vegetables. It 
was the largest spike in vegetable 
costs in the nearly 25 years that the 
government has tracked such sta-
tistics. the Labor Department said. 

The huge increase in vegetable 
costs was blamed in unseasonably 
warm weather in Florida, which 
hurt tomato and sweet corn crops, 
and on supply problems with onion 
crops in the Rocky Mountain 
states, Labor Ikpartment officials 
said. 

Analysts expected the April

The Labor Department's report 
showed that so called core inflation 
rate - prices excluding volatile 
food and energy prices. rose 0.2 
percent as well, the same as a 
month earlier. 

These moderate increases in the 
core rate erased earlier concern, 
spurred by sharp gains in that cal 
culation in January and February. 

With April's slight advance in 
producer prices. wholesale costs 
have now fallen at an annual rate 
of 2.9 percent through the first four 
months of 1991. 

Friday's inflation news should 
give the Federal Reserve further 
maneuvering mom to lower inter-
est rates. analysts said. 

But they said it was doubtful the 
central bank would touch rates 
anytime soon hek:ause the Fed 
eased them lust last v.eek In addi-
tion, the Fed ma\ helic‘e it's done 
enough tor now to get the economy 
moving again. in light of figures 
from last week showing that unem-
ployment was declining, analysts 
said. 

The various changes left the 
Producer Price Index for finished 
goods at 120.9 in April. before ad-
justing for seasonal %aria, II ins. 

Air pollution causes 3 percent of nation's deaths 
ANAHEIM. Calif. (API — Ex-

posure to air pollution in American 
cities accounts for 60.000 deaths 
annually and increases the risk of 
death among the elderly and peo-
ple with lung and heart diseases, 
researchers said. 

'If we as a nation can focus on 
reducing emissions, we can save 
more lives and taxpayers' money 
than with any other single effort to 
reduce toxic exposure in the envi-
ronment.- Dr. Douglas Dockery. 
associate professor of environmen-
tal epidemiology at the Harvard 
School of Public Health. said Sun-
day. 

Dockery conducted a study of 
air pollution in Philadelphia and 
causes of death for the years 1973-
1980 with Dr. Joel Schwartz of the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
Their results were presented at the 
1991 International Conference of 
the American Lung Association 

The estimated 60.0(10 deaths ,a-
tribined to air pollution account tin 
3 percent of deaths nationwide 
Those related to air pollution oc-
curred at levels of total suspended 
particulates (TSP) below clean -air 
standards set by the EPA, the re-
searchers said.
