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Scheller house gets

demolition reprieve

Restraining order extended until Nov. 10

Scheller house, the 1904
building on San Carlos and
Fifth streets, received
another reprieve Friday
when the temporary
restraining order against
its demolition was extend-
ed to Nov. 10.

San Jose State Uni-
versity wants to use the
Scheller lot for a new sci-
ence building and would
like to have the house
removed during the San

Carlos Street construction.
The San Jose Preservation
Action Council wants the
house saved. They filed a
restraining order Sept. 20
stopping demolition.
Judge Jeremy Fogel of
the Santa Clara County
Superior Court is moving
cautiously. Once the
house is gone, “You can't
go back and fix it,” he said.
“It's like a death penalty.”
Fogel granted the two-
week extension to allow
the Preservation Action

Campus cleanup

Council additional time to
prove the historic value of
the structure and to show
they exercised due dili-
gence early on in
the process to document
this value.

Fogel acknowledged
that the university is
harmed by extending the
date of his decision.
Demolition will cost an
additional $20,000 because
of the increased difficulty
of working around the San

downtown neighborhood

Tau Delta Phi takes initiative to improve community

They looked like beach-
combers enjoying a warm,
lazy day at Santa Cruz,
except they were 30 miles
away from the beach.

Instead of picking up
seashells, 14 members of
Tau Delta Phi, a coed honor
fraternity at San Jose State
University, picked up trash
around campus for two
hours Sunday afternoon.

Erica Shirley, a senior
child development major,
laughed when told she and
her companions looked as
if they were picking up
shells as they worked
their way along San
Salvador Street.

“l don't know if we're
going to keep these ‘trea-
sures’,” she said. “I'm not
going to hold them up to

Shirley said the fraterni-
ty's main goal is communi-
ty service and that is why
they decided to do their
first trash pickup.

She said fraternity mem-
bers decided to pick up
garbage in a two-block

perimeter around the cam-
pus because they didn't
want their cleanup
to be seen as a criti-
cism of SJSU maintenance
workers

“We want to stay away
from the campus,” she
said. “We don't want to
make a statement about
the job that maintenance
workers are doing. There
aren't very many of them,
but they all do a very
good job."

The 14 street cleaners
split into two groups on
San Salvador Street, with
one group going east and
the other west

The two groups then
picked up trash as they
worked their way around
campus. The groups
reunited on San Fernando

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
federal government is opening a
toll-free telephone number
Monday to provide treatment
information by telephone or
computer to people with AIDS,

White House hit by bullets;
lone gunman under arrest

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 26-
year-old Colorado man sprayed
bullets from a Chinese-made
assault weapon into the White
House on Saturday, but neither
President Clinton nor anyone
else was injured, the Secret
Service said.

The man was taken into cus-
tody immediately.

“The president was in no
danger whatsoever,"” said Rich-
ard Griffin, assistant Secret
Service director for protective
operations.

The shooter was identified by

the Secret Service as Francisco
Martin Duran of Colorado
Springs, Colo., who wielded an
SKS Chinese semi-automatic
rifle, similar to an AK47 assault
weapon, said Griffin.

Chief of Staff Leon Panetta
said at least eight shots struck
the White House, including
three that hit the mansion por-
tion were Clinton was watching
football upstairs.

Briefing reporters in the same
room where a bullet was lodged
in the wall, Panetta said Clinton
expressed his appreciation for

the citizens and Secret Service
agents who captured Duran.
Griffin said there was no indi-

cation that Griffin was working
with anyone else.

“I would not characterize this

as an assassination attempt at
all, no way," Griffin said.

He said there was no reason
to believe anyone other than

the gunman was involved in the
shooting.

Economy still remains strong
despite interest rate increases

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
economy surged ahead at a 3 !
percent annual rate in the third
quarter, practically assuring
another increase in short-term
interest rates soon.

The Commerce Department
said today that most of the
larger-than-expected expansion
in the quarter that ended Sept.
30 was due to accelerated con-
sumer spending. It advanced at
a 3.1 percent rate, more than
double the gain in the pre-
vious quarter and the biggest
.-.dncrease since a 6.4 percent

Jump in the fourth quarter
Jast year.

Analysts said in advance of
the report they expected a 2.8
percent growth rate in gross
domestic product. They predict-
ed that even that relatively
moderate advance would be
enough to persuade the Federal
Reserve to raise interest rates
next month to check possible
inflation.

Fearing the economy is heat-
ing up, financial markets had
nervously awaited today's GDP
report, which measures the total

. output of goods and services
produced in the United States.

Volleyball team overcomes injuries to split conference matches

As a coach, Craig Choate has
done well, leading the San Jose
State University women's vol-
leyball team to a 27-20 record
during the past one and one-half
seasons.

Before Friday's Big West

The Spartans dominated the
Wolf Pack, collecting 44 kills
and 28 blocks during the match
compared to Nevada's 29 kills
and 10 blocks.

The closest the Wolf Pack
came to winning a game was
during the second one when the
score was 6-5 with the Spartans
on top.

The Spartans then scored
nine of the next 10 points to win
the game 15-6.

Wolf Pack player Kelly Martin
said she has never seen the
Spartans play better during her
four years at Nevada.

“They went after everything,”

she said. “If they continue to
play like this, they will go all the
way in the NCAA (playoffs).”

Spartan outside hitter Kami
Schmedding said teamwork
kept the Wolf Pack off balance.
“l would say we neutralized
them because we spread the
sets around tonight,” she said.
“We kept their blockers guess-
ing."

Spreading the offense worked
for the Spartans as they hit .290
for the match compared to the
Wolf Pack’s minus .020. Hitting
average in women's volleyball is
the equivalent to batting aver-
age in baseball.

“If you look at the hitting sta-
tistics, our two middle blockers
(Tanya Hart and Cristin
Rossman) both went off, hitting
571 and .444 — that’s pretty
scary,” Choate said.

Choate said he thought
injuries would prevent the
Spartans from playing well. All
six starters and the reserves
who get playing time are all
hampered by ailments, from
sore knees and bad backs to
stiff shoulders.

“We're two-thirds through the
season and everyone is taking a
beating,” he said. “We talked
about sucking it up. What else
can you do?"

Hart, who has a bad back and
knee, said that's what the
Spartans did Friday night.

L.A. mayor picks Feinstein

Support gives former S.F. mayor a lift in Southern California

LOS ANGELES (AP) —

Republican Mayor Richard
Riordan plans to endorse
Democratic Sen. Dianne

Feinstein, who is locked in a
tight race with GOP challenger
Michael Huffington, a newspa-
per reported.

The endorsement would be
helpful to Feinstein because
much of her support is in
Northern California where she
was formerly the mayor of San
Francisco.

Word of the planned endorse-
ment was reported in Sunday
editions of the Los Angeles
Times, which cited unidentified
Feinstein supporters.

A knowledgeable source con-
firmed to The Associated Press
that Riordan planned to
endorse Feinstein's campaign at
a news conference scheduled
for Sunday.

“Mayor Riordan and the sena-
tor have enjoyed a close work-
ing relationship since Riordan

Feinstein

took office,” the source said.
“They worked together both on
the crime bill and to recover
from the Northridge earth-
quake.”

Calls to Riordan’s office for
comment were not answered
Saturday night. Feinstein's cam-
paign also declined to com-
ment.

Feinstein's campaign issued
only a statement saying a
“major endorsement” would be

SACRAMENTO (AP) — Two
of the nation’s largest makers
of children's Halloween cos-
tumes have agreed to stop
claiming their products are
flame retardant, Sacramento
County's district attorney
announced today.

Rubies Costume Co. of New
York and Collegeville-Imag-
ineering L.P. of Pennsylvania
each will pay the county
$75,000 for civil penalties and
court costs stemming from
lawsuits filed last year,
District Attorney Steve White
said.

“The majority of costumes
are flammable,” White said at
a news conference. “All we
can do is ensure that these
costumes aren't advertised
as flame-retardant and safer
than something else.”

The costumes bore labels
stating that they were “Flame
Retardant,” “Flame Retar-
ded” and “Fabric Complies
With Flammable Fabrics Act,”
White said. The companies
did meet the act’s standards,
but were not flame retardant,

Costume companies to stop falsely
claiming products are fire resistant

said Deputy District Attorney
Justin Puerta.

“They're misleading to the
public,” White said.

Randy Michelson, an attor-
ney for Rubies and College-
ville-lmagineering, said the
companies settled out of
court She denied
wrongdoing by either manu-
facturer

“These costumes were cer-
tified by independent labs,”
Michelson said. “We believe
that the labels were truthful.”

Michelson said the compa-
nies’ costumes are made
from polyester and other
synthetic materials and are
not treated to resist flames.
There have been no reports
in California of injuries due to
the costumes’ flammability,
Puerta said.

White's office began inves-
tigating the companies in
1992 when the state Depart-
ment of Consumer Affairs
issued a consumer alert
warning parents that the
labels did not mean the cos-
tumes resisted flames.

“He's a Republican, probably
next to the governor, the most
prominent Republican in the
state of California,” an unidenti-
fied Feinstein supporter told the
Times.

In a recent Times poll,
Feinstein led Huffington, a con-

gressman from Santa Barbara,
by a mere 3 percentage points
among likely voters.

Feinstein and Riordan worked
closely this year getting federal
disaster aid for Southern
California’s fires and the Jan. 17
6.7-magnitude earthquake that
devastated the Northridge area.

Riordan was in Washington to
lobby for the $30 billion crime
bill, including the assault
weapons ban provision in it that
was authored by Feinstein.
Riordan made a campaign
promise to beef up the city's
Police Department, and when
the bill passed he appeared
with Feinstein to announce the
bill would help with additional
officers.

Other prominent Republican
officials who have announced
their support for Feinstein
include former baseball com-
missioner Peter V. Ueberroth
and Los Angeles County Sheriff
Sherman Block.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —

President Clinton's manag-
ing of foreign affairs has
been better than the way he
has handled the economy,
according to a recent poll.

Fifty two percent of
Californians approved of
Clinton's handling of foreign
affairs, while 41 percent dis-
approved and 7 percent
were undecided, the Field
Poll showed.

“One of the main reasons
Clinton was elected was
because of the economy,
stupid,” said poll director
Mark DiCamillo, referring to
the president’s now-famous
campaign aphorism. “His
foreign policy numbers were
low in 1993 and 1994. So it is
an unusual or unique situa-
tion for Clinton now to be
benefiting from his foreign
policy.”

Forty four percent
approved of the way Clinton
has handled the economy,
while 45 percent disap-
proved and 11 percent had
no opinion.

The poll was conducted
Oct. 21-25 among 681
Californians, including 526
registered voters. The mar-
gin of error in the overall
sample was plus or minus
4.5 percent.

Clinton's overall job
approval rating was higher
here than in a recent nation-
wide poll — with 50 percent
of Californians saying they
approved of the job he is
doing, compared with 38
percent who disapproved.
Twelve percent were un-
decided.

Foreign policy elevates
Clinton’s approval rate

DiCamillo speculated that
Clinton's approval rating is
higher in the state than the
rest of the nation because
California supported him in
1992, and because he has
visited here many times
since being elected.

Clinton’s rising job perfor-
mance and approval ratings
could help U.S. Sen. Dianne
Feinstein, who is facing a
tough  challenge from
Republican Michael
Huffington, DiCamillo said.

“If there is a coat-tail
effect, it will be for races
that are back in
Washington,” DiCamillo said.
“An improving presidential
job rating ... may reinforce
some of the confidence in
(Democratic) partisans to
get out and vote, and rein-
vigorate the whole party
base.”

But despite Clinton's
increased approval rating,
only 39 percent of the
Californians said they are
inclined to re-elect him,
compared with 44 percent
who were not inclined, the
poll said.

Seventeen percent had no
opinion.

Meanwhile, Hillary Clinton
does not seem to be enjoy-
ing the same rise in popular-
ity in California as the presi-
dent.

Fifty one percent feel it is
“a good thing"” for Mrs.
Clinton to have a major role
in policy making, while 40
percent believe it is “a bad
thing” and 9 percent had no
opinion. That's down from a
2-to-1 margin last year.

Spot check reveals possible voter regisiration fraud

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The dis-
trict attorney's office has been
asked to look into several cases
of possible voter registration
fraud uncovered during a spot
check by elections officials.

Los Angeles County
Registrar-Recorder Beatriz
Valdez said Tuesday that a
recent check found a quarter of
the 143 people registered at

one Burbank apartment com-
plex by paid agents were ques-
tionable and probably fraudu-
lent. Similar findings were
uncovered at a Pasadena loca-
tion, she said.

Normally, only about 4 per-
cent of registrations are found
to be questionable in spot
checks by the registrar, offi-
cials said.

I could see the fist

“(Rowen) used this karate-
type of specialized blow where
all of one’s fingers are extended
like a knife and curved into a tri-
angle formation. He jabbed that
hand structure into the soft tis-
sue of my back between my
shoulder blades and spine. He
was obviously trying to get me
to drop the mike.”

When asked how he could see
the exact formation of Rowen'’s
hand with his back turned,
Smith said, “My head revolved
around. | don't know, but | felt
the impact.”

Rowen, who would not com-
ment on the battery report,
said, “That guy's a nut. That's
goofy Lyle Smith. He got up
there and endorsed the Amer-
ican Independent Party, well-
known as a neo-Nazi organ-
ization.”

In a phone interview Thurs-
day, Rowen said he removed
Smith from the stage “basically
because he was embarrassing
the Republican Party. He was
blasting Gov. Wilson and the
event was endorsing the Repub-
lican Party.”

ents split the bill for everything.
He believes there are many hard
working students at San Jose
State University who pay their
way through college.

“Things are tough for people
and they are strapped down
with jobs,” Polanich said
“People are paying their own
way through school.”

The Greek system is run like a
business said Swander.

“We sill have a lot of fun but
...this is still a business”
Swander said. “We do have to
pay our loans and bills.”

The sororities know that
some students are going
through difficult times and are
willing to help those people who
are considering joining a house

“If people are having financial
difficulty, we do offer a payment
plan to help people out,” Paul
said. “It's run like a business,
but we don’t shut people out.

“We work with them and can set
up a payment plan to help them
get through it.”

Polanich believes there is no
need to panic. As a whole, the
sororities need to work together
during the year. That will por-
tray them in a positive role as a
whole Greek system, he said.

“We are stereotyped as a tav-
ern business. A lot of people
don't know all the good philan-
thropic and community service
that the Greek system does
throughout this campus,” Swan-
der said. “They focus only on
what goes wrong with alcohol or
if there is a fight."

Swander and Paul believe the
Greek system will survive this
financial hardship and will rise
to the level of membership
enjoyed in the 1980s

“People say it's going to come
back alive. Give it three or four
more years and all the sororities
on the campus will be like it was
in the ‘80s - completely
packed," Swander said.

Neighbors Smith
removed from stage because he
had gone over the two-minute
time limit allotted to each
speaker. Neighbors said the
content of Smith's speech had
nothing to do with his removal,

“No one expected
Mr. Smith to say
what he said"
Neighbors said.
“But he had freedom to speak
just like anyone else.”

Neighbors said he and Rowen
went up on stage to urge Smith
to step down.

“Mr. Rowen put his hand gen-
tly on Mr. Smith’s right shoul-
der,” Neighbors said. “When Mr.
Smith didn't stop talking, Mr.
Rowen poked him (Smith) with
his finger. And that's what Mr.
Smith is saying the battery
charges are about.”

Both Smith and Jim Petersen,
Smith's campaign manager, said
nobody told them about the
time limit. Petersen, who said
he plans to resign as Smith's

said was

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campaign manager, said the
issue is one of a First Amend-
ment violation rather than time
restriction.

“Mr. Smith's right to speak
in that forum was viciously
interrupted,” Peterson said.
“Although his message was
extremely inflammatory given
the circumstances, he should
have been allowed to speak.”

Petersen, who
was standing at the
top of the Amphi-
theater stairs when
the alleged scuffle
occurred in the pit,
said he saw Rowen strike Smith.

“I was shocked,” he said. “He
(Smith) was an invited speaker.
Even if he had been endorsing
Josef Stalin, they had no right to
stop him.”

Another rally organizer, Frank
Jewett, a Republican candidate
for 23rd District State Assem-
bly, agreed with Neighbors and
said Smith's speech was cut
short because of time limita-
tions, not content. Jewett, who
also spoke at the rally, said a
time limit was set in the rally's
agenda.

“In some people's opinion, Mr.
Smith said some inflammatory

things," Jewett said. “But his
speech began to drag and some
people said, ‘We need to get on
with the program."*

As for the alleged battery,
Jewett saw the three men on
stage together but said, “l can’t
be clear that | saw anyone touch
Mr. Smith.”

Lowe said the incident is
“basically a question of one per-
son saying, ‘Yes, he hit me," and
another saying, ‘No, | did not.’
At this point, no other witness-
es have come forward, so we
have one person’s word against
another.”

“It happened in front of 200-
plus people,” Smith said.
“Somebody must have seen
something, unless they were
sleeping.”

Smith said although he was
angered and upset by the inci-
dent, he does not intend to press
further charges against Rowen.

“I'm not a litigious person,”
he said. “My purpose in calling
the police was one of simple jus-
tice. It was an insult to my char-
acter and my soul for them to
violate my civil rights.

“I'm not making any of this
up,” Smith said. “I'm a Congres-
sional candidate.”

“Music in the 20th Century is
not attractive to concert-goers
and the general public. It's not a
very popular style,” Furman
said.

The repertoire, or song
works, used by today's orches-
tras are based on the European
tradition. Symphonies, like the
San Jose Symphony Orchestra,
devote much of their time and
attention to the classics —
music by Beethoven, Mozart,
Johannes Brahms and Franz
Schubert.
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“It's a problem of economics.
If you don't play that kind of
music you're going to lose a lot
of revenue,” Furman said.

Carlos construction, said
Alan Freeman, SJSU director
of space management.

“But that's a relatively
small amount of money com-
pared to the loss of
an historic building," Fogel
said.

Tom O'Donnell, attorney
for SJSU, questioned if
Scheller house is historic
because an early district
attorney lived in it. Victor
Scheller served as Santa
Clara County District
Attorney from 1891 to 1894.

“If we have to save every
building a district attorney
lived in 50 years ago, we'd
have a lot of buildings," he
said.

San Jose City Councilman
David Pandori, who repre-
sents downtown San Jose,
wants the house saved.

“This is a grand old house.
It's not just any house,” he
said.

Pandori is working with
City Councilman Frank
Fiscalini to find a site and
funding for the house. They
are currently looking at the
Willows Senior Center on
Lincoln and Curtner streets

in San Jose.

The university also wants
the house moved and saved.
But after four years of trying
to give away the house and
finding no takers, they now
want it demolished.

The judge gave permission
for the university to go for-
ward with the paperwork
regarding demolition. It takes
10 days to get a demolition
permit from the Bay Area Air
Quality Management Board,
Freeman said.

The university will begin
that process so If there is no
injunction issued Nov. 10,
they may move ahead imme-
diately with demolition.

“l feel pretty good the
judge will issue the injunc-
tion,” said Tom Simon of the
San Jose Preservation Action
Council. “There's new and
significant pieces of informa-
tion that could easily move
the house into landmark sta-
tus.”

The Nov. 10 hearing will
begin inside Scheller house
so the judge can see the
building for himself and so
the viewing will be on the
record.
