Good Charlotte is for the children. 
The scene at the Event Center Friday night was one 

filled with teeny-boppers wearing trucker caps tilted to 
the side and black Good Charlotte "Made" T-shirts. 

Some fans arrived the night before, camping out in line 
late Thursday / early Friday morning for the concert. 
The three-and-half hour show featured Eve 6, 

Goldfinger and Good Charlotte — three bands with 
three very different musical styles. 
With much of the audience on the floor at the 7:30 

p.m. start, Eve 6 came out to cheers and screams from the 
audience. The trio's lead singer, Max Collins, glided cool-
ly and slowly to the microphone and thanked everyone 
for coming out. 
The backdrop of the stage was pretty simple, featuring 

the band's Eve 6 logo on a white background. 
The band played eight songs in their 30-minute set, 

with the young_audience recognizing some of their Top 
40 radio hits, "Think Twice," Here s to the Night," and 
"Inside Out." 

The definite strong aspects of the band's set was 
Collins' loud and clear vocals over the drums and guitar 
and the transitions from song to song. 

Eve 6 ended their performance and thanked Good 
Charlotte for letting them come out to San Jose to,play 
with them. They told the audience to "give it up for 
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Goldfinger, who would be performing next. 

After about a 20-minute intermission, "Redemption 
(theme from Rocky 2)" played over the speakers and 
Goldfinger made their entrance. 

Frontman John Feldmann appeared, donning a 
bleached double Mohawk and wearing a punk-style suit. 

Goldfinger opened with "Spokesman" from their 2002 
album "Open Your Eyes." 

After the song, Feldmann sarcastically asked the crowd, 
"Are there any guys here?" 

The few males in the audience responded with some 
soft grunting. 

Not satisfied with the energy from the crowd, 
Feldmann told the audience, "We are not at a f  
N'Sync concert! I want to see real mosh pit like I'd  see at 
a real punk rock show." 

A handful of children in the center began to mosh, 
which didn't last longer than a minute. 

Goldfinger continued with their set, and really seemed 
to wake up the crowd with "Open Your Eyes," which saw 
Feldmann attempt to crowd surf. 

Feldmann was held up for about 15 
seconds and made it to the third row 
in the audience. He got back on the 
stage and finished the intense song. 

Drummer Darrin Pfeiffer proceeded 
to moon the audience as he stood on 
his seat. 

"He's got a nicer ass than J-Lo her-
self," Feldmann said. "By the way does 
anybody here actually like J-Lo?" 

The audience gave a mixed reaction. 
"Well, f-- that b—," Feldmann 

said. "She kills animals for fur coats." 
Feldmann then said he loved all ani-

mals and was a strict vegan. 
During the next song, "Superman," 

Feldmann once again got fed up with 
the lack of emotion from the crowd. 

"I see 30 or so 11-year-old girls over 
there sitting on their ass!" Feldmann 
said. "They better get up because I 
know I can kick their ass! 

Toward the end of the set, 
Goldfinger performed "Miles Away" 
and immediately following the song, 
Feldmann finally realized the audi-
ence wasn't gelling with the band. 

"It seems like there are 500 or so 12-
year-old girls in the crowd I'm gonna 
have to beat up after the show," 
Feldmann said jokingly. 

At the end of their performance, 
Feldmann told the young audience to 
"Be proud to be an American and vote 
President Bush out of office next 
year." 

Despite Feldmann's threatening of 
preteen girls and constant dropping of 
the f-bomb, Goldfinger's performance 
was hard-hitting and powerful and 
would be pleasing to many punk fans 
— the concert just didn't have any of 

hose people in attendance. 
At about 9:35 p.m., Good Charlotte finally took the 
tage. Their setting was much more vibrant than the 

other two bands, with a large fireball backdrop and many 
speakers added to the set. Throughout the set strobe 
lights directed toward the audience flickered as the band 
prayed. 

The crowd let out a deafening scream for the band, with 
many of the girls in attendance screaming, "I love you 
Joel, in reference to lead singer loci Madden. 

Thus the night of "singalong with Good Charlotte 
emerged. The crowd absolutely ate up everything these 
guys did in their set. 

Good Charlotte performed 18 songs in their hour-and-
a-half set, which started off with "The Anthem." 

A song of notoriety that evening was "Wondering," 
which Madden said he wrote for his clot 

The song's chorus contained the lyrics: You want me to 
wait / I would wait for you / If you tell me to stay / I 
would stay right through," which the audience all sang 
gleefully in unison. 

As more songs were performed, guitar player and twin 
brother of Madden, Benji said, "You kids in San Jose can 
sing beautifully. You guys sound like a choir of angels." 

He then added, "You r ys sing better than the kids in 
Sacramento — they cant sing at all." 
The band also announced they are working on a new 

album, which pleased the crowd_ greatly. 
After, "The Story of My Old Man,  'Joel announced to 

the audience he wanted to see "a little it of a mosh." 
"All the kids on the floor come in and bump into each 

other a little bit," he said. "If somebody falls down, pick 
them up, but let's sing together first." 

The girls and boys on the floor then began a friendly 
and soft mosh pit, which saw girl and boy participants. 

After the arranged moshing, "Movin On" was per-
formed, which drew a tomahawk chop from the crowd. 
After this song, Joel showed some love to the crowd. 

"Everything we have here, we owe to you guys," he said. 
"We've had a lot of haters who said we couldn't do it, but 
we're here with you in California tonight."

After "Movin On," Joel announced that he wanted to 
perform an acoustic song. 

"Everybody close your eyes and pretend you're at a 
Dashboard Confessional concert," Joel said. "It's  time for 
a little 'emo.'" 
The acoustic song performed was "Emotionless" which 

was dedicated to guitarist Billy Martin's mother, who had 
taken in the Madden twins years ago when they boys 
were homeless. 

After the 'emo' part of the concert, the band played 
more songs from "The Young, and the Hopeless," includ-
ing the "The Day That I Die and "Lifestyles of the Rich 
and the Famous,' which concluded the concert. 

"San Jose has been my favorite show on the whole tour," 
Benji announced. "I sometimes just say that to make the 
crowd happy, but this time I really meant it." 

Fans of the band seemed to absolutely love Good 
Charlotte's performance, as they were ecstatic through-
out and sang along with all of the bands songs, which 
were memorized word for word. 

The performances by Eve 6 and Goldfinger were great-
ly under appreciated, but one can realize this because all 
the young boys and girls had come to see Good 
Charlotte. 

Overall, the concert will  be one of the event., of the year 
for teenagers nationwide. 
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
